INTRODUCTION:

Ng Woon Lam 1s currently an associate professor at School of Axt,
Design and Media of Nanyang Technological University, Singapore. He
has earned his PhD from National Institute of Education of Nanyang
Technological University in 2021, focusing on the teaching of color
theory for visual art students. He is a signature member of National
Watercolor Society (NWS), USA and a Signature member of American
Watercolor Society (AWS), USA. In consideration of his contribution
on the art of watercolor, he was awarded the Dolphin Fellowship from

AWS.

His research scope covers art education, art materials, Ortental art
history and culture, Southeast Asia art, classical painting language in
contemporary art and digital animation, digital painting, design,
llustration, fine art, etc. He deeply understands the essence of Taiji in
Chinese crvilization, and 1s good at integrating the concept of balance
and harmony behind Taiji into his creative process. The vigorous
brushwork full of Chinese calligraphy’s style reflects that his painting
was deeply influenced by Singaporean watercolor master Gog Sing
Hoos.

As a prolific scholar, he has published many high-level papers in
scholarly journals such as The International Jonrnal of Design Education, Color
Research and Application, and Asia-Pacific Jonrnal of Humanities and Social
Sciences, etc. He has participated in many international academic
conferences, and his research on the teaching of practical color theory
has been highly praised by the academic circles.

A number of his works have won numerous national and
international awards. He received more than 50 art awards from
Singapore and international juried art shows, including two bronze
medals from the American Watercolor Society Annual International
Exhibition.

INTRODUCTION:

WEI Xiangqing is a professor, a doctoral supervisor, and a
postdoctoral cooperative supervisor at the English Department of
School of Foreign Studies, Nanjing University, Jiangsu Province,
China. She serves as director of Education Center for Master’s
Programme of Translation and Interpreting, director of Bilingual
Dictionary Research Centre, and director of “Interdisciplinary
Research Centre for Terminology and Translation”. Her main
research tieldsinclude bilingual lexicography and interdisciplinary
research on terminology and translation. She is also deputy
president of the China Association for Lexicography, deputy
director of the ChinaLex Bilingual Committee, and vice chairman
ot the Terminology Theory and Application Sub-Committee of
SAC/TCG62. Moreover, she is a standing director of Jiangsu
Translators Association and deputy president of Nanjing
Translators Association.

Professor Wei has led her team and fulfilled several national
and provincial key research projects. She presided over the
research and development of NUTerm Bilingual Termbase,
which is the first large-scale Chinese-English termbase of
humanities and social sciences in China. Commissioned by the
Academy of Contemporary China and World Studies of China,
Foreign Languages Publishing Administration, sheled the research
and development ot the “Data Standards ot the Standardized
Termbase for the Translation of Discourse with Chinese
Characteristics”. She hasalso tinished with her team the major
project tunded by the Special Fund tor National Cultural Industry
“Construction of the Humanities and Social Sciences Termbase
Based on Citation Index Database”.

In addition, Professor Wei serves as a reviewer and editorial
board member tOr many domestic and toreign core journals. She
has published, complied, and translated a number of academic
works, and published more than a hundred papers in domestic
and foreign important journals. Moreover, she has won the
outstanding achievement awards from the Ministry of Education
and Jiangsu Provincial Government. In 2022, she has been
awarded the title of “the First Top 10 Postgraduate Supervisors”
in Nanjing University.
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
